These GSF Beacon Schools will be...

· One of the first two GSF Beacon Schools appointed in England (in time we will appoint 58 more to cover regions over the whole country).

· Recognised as an example of excellence in making the most of the GSF peer education resources which they receive at the National GSF Conference - by encouraging their 6th form GSF students to provide inspiring and effective development education in their own school and in their local primary schools.

· The hub of a strategy to see all of the other secondary schools in its area follow the Beacon School’s lead. 

· Appointed for the academic year – with an expectation that they will be re-appointed on a rolling annual basis, subject to meeting mutually agreed targets. 

Key responsibilities of a GSF Beacon School

· Work in partnership with GSF to organise one annual GSF Regional Conference for about ten 6th formers and two staff from each of the approximately 70 secondary schools in their area

· Appropriately encourage those schools, and the GSF students within them, to make the most of the GSF peer education resources they will receive at the Regional GSF Conference. 

· Work in partnership with GSF to ensure appropriate evaluation of GSF activity and regional outreach and to share good practice with schools in their area.

A GSF Beacon School can expect….
· £5,000 grant for teacher support and other capacity through the year

· up to £400 grant towards their travel to the national conference in London

· up to £5,000 funding provision for the GSF Regional Conference (plus free in-kind support from other organisations and charities)

· appropriate support from the GSF National Co-ordinator (Richard Baker)
